Artist, Educator &  Institution Builder

Artist, educator and institution builder, Margaret Burroughs made the first of her many contributions 
to African American arts and culture when she founded – at age twenty-two – the South Side 
Community Arts Center, a community organization that serves as a gallery and workshop studio for 
artists and students. Burroughs continues to serve on the board of the Center, which remains active 
more than sixty years after its formation.

Community Leader, Educator & Political Activist

Timuel Black was born and raised in Chicago - a place he loves to call home. He is a revered and 
highly respected educator, political activist, community leader, oral historian and philosopher. He is a 
pioneer in the independent black political movement and coined the phrase “plantation politics.” Black 
has spent his life furthering the cause of social justice.
